All participants will register for the Certificate in GP Education with University of Central Lancashire (UCLAN) on acceptance to the Basic Trainers Course

Who can apply?

· Any GP who is either a partner or employed in general practice (unfortunately we are unable to accept locums or out of hours doctors)
· Any GP who normally works a minimum of four sessions a week in a practice

· Any GP with two years post qualification experience by the start of the Basic Trainers Course
Attending the Basic Trainers Course is the first step to become a trainer.
This course will introduce several areas:-

· The structure of a training practice

· Educational theory related to one to one teaching and assessment

· Consultation teaching

· Curriculum planning using the RCGP curriculum

· The assessment process for doctors in GP specialty training

It will help you develop teaching skills using group based experiential learning.

Although the course will focus on teaching a doctor in GP specialty training it will enable you to supervise and teach a variety of other learners in your practice. This may include medical students, foundation doctors and nurses.

Places will not be guaranteed and applications will be shortlisted. Applications will be prioritised if we are oversubscribed as follows:

· To those based in a non-training practice

· where a new training placement can be provided

· If you are replacing an existing trainer

Before applications are considered you will be required to submit a 10 minute consultation for the tutors to review and then use on the course. This will need to be submitted via the secure and encrypted IRIS connect system. You will need to have the video on an encrypted memory stick to use at the course.

Cost
There is no fee to attend this course however we do require a contribution of £75.00 for the accommodation (if you stay) which is payable to the hotel on departure.  Failure to cancel your accommodation within two weeks of the course or non attendance to the course will result in an invoice being sent to you for the full hotel cost. 
You will need to pay for the certificate directly to UCLAN when you have enrolled.
Academic Work 

The amount of work involved in this course should not be underestimated.  Besides the three residential modules you have to attend, you will need to write three assignments (approx. 3000 words each)  and also record videos of consultations and teaching.  You will need to read extensively around educational theory and formally reference all academic work. 

 At the end of your first year with a trainee you will be required to complete a reflective proforma and submit a further assessment video.

After the Basic Trainers course many trainers attend a master class (2 * 2 day residential) and write further assignments.  Please note:-

· that the University of Central Lancashire state that the amount of work required is approximately 10 hours per credit (see above)

· as part of the process to become a trainer you will require an accreditation visit of your practice and successful interview

· University regulations expect 100% attendance and there are strict submission deadlines

Certificate, diploma and MSc in GP Education

It is compulsory for all doctors in Health Education North West who undertake the Basic Trainers course to register and complete the Certificate in GP Education.

The certificate consists of three modules which will be completed over a period of 3-5 years.  The modules are:
Module 1 30 credits (PW4018):
Part 1, 2 and 3 of the Basic Trainers Course 

There is a written assignment after each part of the trainer course.

Module 2 30 credits (PW4019):      
One year supervision of a trainee
