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CRITERIA FOR APPROVAL OF TRANSFER WITHIN THE DEANERY
Overall Criterion
A significant unforeseen change in personal circumstances which has occurred since the date of accepting the current programme.  Normally this would mean moving residence*.
The main circumstances that meet this criterion are listed below along with suggestions for the evidence that could be submitted.

1. Personal Health
The development of a new or significant deterioration in a current, chronic health problem that means care or treatment is required in a particular geographical area.  

Evidence for this should include an occupational health report or recommendation
2. Carer
· Being the prime carer of a first degree relative which necessitates being nearby to provide this care
· A member of the household requires care in a particular geographical area, eg childcare being provided by a relative

Evidence for either of these categories might include a Social Services report or care plan, correspondence from hospital, GP etc, outline of child care arrangements and an explanation of why these cannot be provided elsewhere.

3.
Partner’s circumstances

Your partner is required to move due to work or other essential commitments

Evidence for this might include correspondence from the employer or other agency involved, a clear statement as to why a move is necessary
*Please note that due to the particular geography of the North Western Deanery it is felt that up to one hour’s commute in either direction is acceptable unless there are demonstrable reasons when a specific programme may be requested.

 A request for a transfer without moving house will not be considered eligible unless there are exceptional circumstances with supporting evidence.
Transfers will not normally be allowed to take place within the first year of training unless there are exceptional circumstances.  However trainees may submit an application during  the year during the appropriate transfer window.

Process

Please see the Deanery website for dates and deadlines for transfer windows.  Your application will be submitted to a panel and you will be notified by e-mail of the decision.

If you disagree with the decision you can appeal in writing to the Director of GP Education within 14 days of the decision.
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
