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Ethical Guidance in the Foundation Training Programme
1.1 The North West of England Foundation School advise as a minimum that ethical guidance for foundation doctors should be introduced at induction and be covered in the formal foundation teaching programme throughout both years. 
1.2 The specific topics covered under the heading of ethical guidance can be generated by accessing the GMC ethical guidance section on the web

1.3 Alternatively foundation doctors can be engaged in the process by supplying their own case study examples for the teaching sessions.

In order for the foundation school annual report to be completed in line with NHSE and GMC requirements, the foundation school will need evidence of the ethical guidance topics covered in the teaching programme.   This information should be included in the foundation programme annual report submission of each trust, under the teaching programme section.
