The School delivers the RCPsych curriculum leading to a CCT in General Adult, Older Adult, 
Forensic Psychiatry, or Dual General and Older Adult Psychiatry. 
 
The wide range of older adult psychiatry, general adult psychiatry and dual OA/GA 
psychiatry  placements includes posts for subspecialty endorsement in Rehabilitation, 
Substance Misuse or Liaison Psychiatry.  
 
 The forensic psychiatry training programme is centred in Kent and Sussex (with the 
opportunity of a placement at Broadmoor Hospital) 
 
Doctors in training are represented at all levels, and there are trainee-led regional Calman 
training days, opportunities to take up Fellowships,  and bursary awards to aid professional 
development for higher qualifications.
