Mileage Claim Forms – Guidelines

Form RUA (Regular Users Allowance)

1.
This form is for the use of GP Specialty Trainees whilst undertaking a placement in a GP Training Practice.

2.
All mileage undertaken where the GP ST uses their private vehicle for any official journey for the purposes of the practice must be claimed for on form RUA.  Claims for travel to & from home (up to a maximum of 10 miles in each direction), on days when the vehicle is subsequently used for work related travel, should also be submitted on this form.

3.
The claim form should be used in conjunction with the National Health Service Act 2006: Strategic Health Authorities and GP Registrar (Amendment) (No 2) Directions 2007.  All claims will be paid according to these Directions.

4.
The claim must be counter-signed by both the GP Specialty Trainee and their Educational Supervisor/GP Trainer/Practice Manager.

5.
The form should be submitted to the North Lancashire TPCT (not the Deanery).
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
